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Nou accés - New access

Es proposa un escalonament ascendent de 12 metres en 5 trams de dues amplades diferents. Els
dos primers trams aprofiten la traga d'un antic cami existent. El tercer es situa en perpendicular
al murs del castell i ofereix una visi6 del seu alcat nord. Els dos Gltims trams tenen un recorregut
tangent a la directriu principal dels murs de la banda nord i permeten un contacte directe amb les
restes arqueologiques. Un cop s'arriba a la cota superior s'obté una visié panoramica del poble de
Jorba i es pot resseguir I'antic cami ral.

La nova escala esta formada per llates de fusta de 20x12cm formant esglaons de dues amplades:
60 cm i 120 cm, aprofitant totes les peces de 2,40m de longitud sense generar mermes de mate-
rial. Els limits transitables de 'accés es dibuixen amb una corda situada a 60cm d'alcada, indicant
el recorregut i I'ambit visitable, subjectada a 8 varilles corrugades de 12cm de diametre.

An ascending step of 12 meters is proposed in 5 sections of two different widths adapting to the
pre-existing conditions and following the structures that mark the castle’s limits. An old existing
path is used as a route for the first two sections of the new access. The third section is perpendlic-
ular to the walls of the castle and offers a view of its north elevation. The last two sections have
a development tangent to the main guideline of the walls and allow a direct contact with the ar-
chaeological remains. Once you reach the upper level you get a view of the village of Jorba and
the old royal road.

The new staircase consists of 20x12cm wooden slats, of two different widths (1.20 and 0.60 meters)
optimizing the original pieces without generating waste of material. The access limits are drawn
with a rope at 60cm in height, which indicates the route and the areas that can be visited, subject-
ed on 8 corrugated rods of 12mm in diameter.
